Fire Permits in rural areas.

Landowners are still required to give all adjoining property owners 24 hours
notice of lighting a fire. A responsible adult should supervise the fire while it is burning. The fire should not be lit if the smoke is going to cause a
hazard to neighbors or smoke hazard on roads etc. Please check with the local RFS on 0402 415 533.
