At the February Community Consultative 
Body meeting it was decided to hold a 
Community Forum in March on Pedestrian 
Safety in Berry.
This encompasses safety / pedestrian 
crossing (s) both on the Highway and on side 
streets such as Alexandra Street.
There has been much discussion over many 
years about the existing “Safety Crossing” 
(that replaced a pedestrian (zebra type) 
crossing many years ago) on Queen Street 
outside the pharmacy as well as many 
suggestions and ideas on how this and 
other treatments could improve the lot of the 
pedestrian in Berry.
This topic fi ts the Berry Vision item arising 
from past Community Vision Documents and 
is timely as both another group in Town and 
the Chamber of Commerce are discussing 
the issue.
Berry Alliance and the Chamber of 
Commerce representatives met along with 
Omar Khalifa who heads the other group of 
concerned citizens and has done a lot of 
work approaching the RMS on the issue. The 
Pedestrian Council of Australia has also been 
involved. 
The RMS and Council both have some input 
into the Crossing and what may be able to be 
done to improve safety.
Other crossing treatments such as the 
existing safety crossings further south on 
Queen Street and the possibility of a crossing 
on either side of Alexandra Street right at 
the Queen Street intersection have also bee 
discussed.
Many will have noticed that there have 
already been a couple of things done – new 
safety barriers in the middle of the Safety

Crossing outside the pharmacy and traffi c 
counters on the roads in the vicinity. These 
traffi c counters are no doubt to do with seeing 
what “meets the warrants” – in other words 
what is the minimum standard of crossing for 
the number of vehicles.  In the discussions 
the Alliance has had with Council whilst 
investigating this issue there were a number 
of things Council can implement immediately 
– such as the safety barriers and signage that 
explains to pedestrians that traffi c has right 
of way.
The Berry Alliance has determined that 
this pedestrian safety topic is an important 
discussion item for our community.
The Forum will have a number of resources 
to present. Things such as RMS (RTA) 
Guidelines and requirements (sometimes 
known as “Warrants”), requirements for 
the minimum distance to keep clear on the 
approach side and the departure side of 
various crossing treatment etc.  as a basis 
for discussion at the Forum. Both our elected 
Councillors and our State member Gareth 
Ward will be invited to attend.
Members of the Berry community are 
encouraged to attend, listen and contribute 
on this very important topic. An invitation 
is also extended to Berry Chamber of 
Commerce members who are in the area and 
are part of our community.

Le Tour de Berry is coming again this 
year, be prepared and get involved!
It has been a lot of fun and there has been 
an enormous amount of participation for this 
three week event since the inception.
Commencing at the beginning of July and 
going for three weeks le Tour de Berry runs 
over the same period as le Tour de France.
It aims to raise funds for a series of footpaths, 
shareways and cycling infrastructure in Berry 
as well as encouraging a healthy lifestyle in 
our community and is a project of the Tracks 
to the Future sub-committee of the Berry 
Alliance.

It is 
already proving to be very popular with great 
feedback from the Berry Public School in 
particular. Council are also about to widen 
the bottom section of Clarence Street and put 
in a spon drain which will make parking, drop 
off and pick up a whole lot easier. There has 
been a delay on this work due to a delay in 
the delivery to Council of a new road plant 
that does this work.

Many thanks to everyone who has assisted 
and donated money to this, and other 
projects. Particularly to Shoalhaven City 
Council, the BCAC, Berry Public School P & 
C and the Berry Alliance, The Hungry Duck, 
The Berry Hotel, Berry Mountain Cycles as 
well as everyone who attended paid functions 
and or sponsored le Tour de Berry for the 
generous donations and fi nancial assistance.
Our next project has been confi rmed and is 
a 2 metre wide shareway on Victoria Street 
outside the Showground from Albany Street 
to Alexandra Street. This has been proposed, 
discussed, consulted and put to a public 
meeting and now confi rmed. The committee 
is confi dent that with a little more assistance 
we can get this project completed in the next 
fi nancial year (2014-2015).
We are still considering our future projects but 
in the meantime we are looking at assisting 
Council install more bicycle racks in town as 
well as further assisting “the Rotary Circuit”.

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Bike Racks 
in Berry
The Berry Alliance has been talking to 
Council about Bike Racks in town. This has 
been a part of the plan through le Tour de 
Berry as well as a part of the Vision for Berry 
Planning sessions over the last 14 years. 
Council staff have advised us that Council 
receives funding from RMS for the installation 
of these facilities and having discussed 
possible locations a list has been drawn 
up and we now need to allocate a priority 
to these locations because there is limited 
funds available and they are entered on to a 
program of works for installation that Council 
has for the entire City.
Currently there is a Bike Rack on the corner 
of Prince Alfred Street and Queen Street 
(outside LEAF restaurant)
The next Bike Rack due to be installed is 
already on Council program of works and 
has been for some time and that is on Albert 
Street right at the corner of Alexandra Street. 
These will be installed shortly.
There are four new proposed locations that 
we need to prioritise with Council. They are: 
• Queen Street - Northern side at the 

southern end of the Albert Court Arcade 
(next to the bins and this will also assist in 
discouraging people crossing the highway 
at this location. • Northern end of Albert 
Court Arcade 

• SW corner of Princess Street & Prince 
Alfred Street  (adjacent  to  Sour  Dough  
Bakery) 

• Queen Street - Southern side outside Berry 
Jetz Café.

Many in the community will have noticed the 
scaffolding and other indications of maintenance 
work going on at the Berry Courthouse over recent 
weeks.
As in all historic buildings constant maintenance 
and repair work is necessary and this is the reason 
our committee was established – to preserve the 
historic building. 
In addition to our usual regular preservation and 
beautifi cation work when damp and salt appear 
on sections of the walls it needs to be investigated 
and repaired as soon as possible to reduce the 
possibility of permanent damage and breaking 
down of the fabric of the building.
This most recent work was to repair a bad leak 
in the roof at the front of the building which had 
caused salt and moisture to saturate a section of 
the walls, both inside and outside.
After having the issue investigated and speaking 
to Council, both Councillors and senior staff, 
Council staff found a two week period when they 
could erect scaffolding and do the necessary 
repairs on the roof. Council did this work and paid 
for the work. Many thanks to all those involved. 
The co-operation and enthusiasm to repair this 
building was apparent with everyone associated. 
Particular thanks to Deputy Mayor John Wells and 
Mayor Joanna Gash who supported him in this 
cause and to Ken Wills and the other Council staff 
involved. We could not have asked for better co-
operation and communication. Thank you from 
the Committee and the Berry community. 
Our next task is underway – to remove the 
moisture and salt from those thick walls that are 
affected, make good any damage then re-paint 
to preserve the fabric of the building. We have 
received a scope of works and quote from local 
damp specialist Steve Edenden who operates 
EverDry and who did the initial major work to stop 
the damp, remove the damaged render and make 
good some 14 years ago when our Committee was 
fi rst formed.

Repair and Restoration
Following this procedure that we need to fi t in 
around rentals we will need to have the outside 
of the building painted and also re-paint some 
sections of the inside of the building. (The 
Committee had paid to have the entire inside of 
the building painted again three years ago).
Along with all the volunteer work from the 
gardening team, the Works team, the bookings, 
the treasurer and Secretary and all those on the 
Committee there are always items that cost a lot 
of money – hedging, plumbing, electrical work as 
well as the painting and things like a couple of 
new doors. 
We also benefi t from being in a great community. 
A couple of good examples of this is the co-
operation and assistance we received from the 
Berry Men’s Shed when our hanging sign was 
damaged beyond repair – they built us another 
one with our committee only needing to pay for 
materials. Thank you to the Men’s Shed team.  
And when we needed turf for the Gardens Turfco 
very generously donated it to our Committee. 
Thank you Turfco.
We will need to keep raising funds to assist in 
necessary work such as the painting and future 
repairs and improvements (improvements such as 
a ramp for easier access for wheel chairs, walkers 
and mobility limited visitors etc.). Along with all 
the volunteer work from the gardening team, the 
Works team, the Bookings team, the Treasurer 
and Secretary and all those on the Committee 
there are always items that cost a lot of money – 
hedging, plumbing, electrical work as well as the 
painting and things like a couple of new doors that 
we need.

Re: Media Release from SCC regarding vegetation clearing works 
on Gerroa Road, dated Wednesday 29th January 2014.

Dear General Manager,
The above media release was placed on the agenda of the Berry Alliance Community 
Consultative Body Meeting on the 6th February 2014. 
This item was discussed at length and we write to you to inform you of  issues raised by 
members of the community at the meeting concerning the measures which are being taken to 
improve safety along Gerroa Road. 
The key issues raised were:
• Concern about the lack of consultation with local residents.
• The extent of the clearing, as mentioned in the Media release (“The upcoming Gerroa Road 

works will see Council clear trees and remove vegetation up to six metres from the edge of 
the road,”) and its impact on the environment;

• The emphasis given in the publicity to the historic ‘bum tree’ and its eventual fate, with 
attention being drawn away from the more important issue of the 6m-width clearing of trees 
along the remainder of the road, which seemed to those at the meeting to be excessive. 

• It was agreed that road safety is a key concern and must be addressed, however a number 
of residents expressed a desire to investigate alternative methods to improve road safety, 
including a such as lowering of the speed limit and installing roundabout at the with Beach 
Road junction as means achieving pedestrian and motorist safety while preserving our 
unique and picturesque setting. 

• It was also noted that with the realignment and widening of the Princes Highway, the traffi c 
load on Gerroa Rd is likely to be less in the longer term.

We would also like to point out that the area is within the Berry Landscape Conservation 
Area, an Item Listed in NSW National Trust Register which embraces the coastline south of 
Kiama some 30 kilometres southward to Greenwell Point, the undulating coastal plain and the 
fl oodplain on both sides of the lower Shoalhaven River, including the steep, benched slopes 
rising up to the escarpment of the Illawarra plateau. ( Ref http://www.shoalhaven.nsw.gov.
au/council/pubdocs/landmanagement/shoalriverstudy/sec_12.pdf) and is within the corridor 
between the escarpment and the sea identifi ed in the South Coast Regional Conservation Plan 
and the Southern Rivers Catchment Action Plan, which is refl ected in the South Coast Regional 
Strategy, and links with the Great Eastern Ranges Corridor. 
The area in question is an important part of our heritage and tourism amenity which we believe 
should be treasured and protected.

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Imagine jumping off one of the World's 
highest peaks, then paragliding over ice cliffs, 
crevasses and valleys, being buffeted by 
freezing cold winds, descending through 
cloud and fog, and finally landing back on 
ground at Base Camp some 3 kilometres 
below.

That's the goal for Berry Rotarian Ken Hutt as he 
joins a small intrepid group of mountaineers in 
April/May 2014 climbing the World's 6th highest 
mountain, Cho Oyu in Tibet … just 600 metres short 
of Everest … all in the name of raising money and 
awareness for Rotary's International PolioPlus 
campaign. 

Cho Oyu stands at 8201metres, and just climbing it 
is a huge challenge. Ken will spend 20 days on the 
mountain acclimatizing to the high altitude, 
transporting equipment including oxygen, climbing 
equipment and provisions to a number of higher 
camps, fixing ropes on technical climbing sections 
before making the final 10 hour ascent starting at 
1am on summit day. 

The time on the summit in the “death zone” is 
generally brief, as climbers must hastily descend to 
the relative safety of lower altitudes. 

Ken however, aims to 
accomplish a rare feat … to 
jump off Cho Oyu and fly a 
paraglider the 3km back to 
Base Camp … believed 
attempted only once before. 

JOIN THE JUMP
FOR POLIO

Ken Hutt is a member 
of the Rotary Club of 
Berry and is no 
newcomer to extreme 
mountaineering. He 
has been involved in 
mountain sports for 
some years and has 
climbed a number of 
mountain peaks. Two 
years ago he climbed 
Kilimanjaro as part of 
a team representing 
Amnesty International. 

He began paragliding 
2 years ago with Cho Oyu in mind, and last year 
tackled the New Zealand Southern Alps where he 
practiced both climbing and flying. But nothing 
as high as 8200 metres! 

This expedition to Cho Oyu will be his first 
attempt at extreme altitude where the careful 
planning will not only take into account the 
weather extremes, but also debilitating issues 
including acute mountain sickness, oxygen 
deprivation and the lack of any outside 
emergency assistance. 

Ken's motivation has always been working for 
the community good. He is a former Police 
Officer with Emergency and Rescue service and 
in 2004 he joined Father Chris Reilly in Banda 
Aceh following the catastrophic Asian Tsunami. 

This time, his motivation is fueled by his desire 
to raise funds and awareness for the PolioPlus 
campaign to rid the World of polio for good. 

Polio is a highly infectious viral disease causing swift and irreversible 
paralysis. To date, Rotarians around the World have raised over 
$US1Billion toward the Global Polio Eradication Initiative with polio 
cases reduced by 99% worldwide since 1979. We are closer than ever to 
ending this crippling disease forever … but the job is not yet complete.

Hazel King’s 
Gardening News
Prune roses for a great autumn display; 
make sure to water around the base then 
fertilise.  Water gardens in early morning if 
possible, particularly for plants subject to 
fungal problems, e.g. roses. Don’t remove 
leaves damaged during high temperature 
days; just leave until the weather cools. 
Mulch the garden following rain; fertilise 
during or after rain. Check pots as they can 
dry out quickly; some pots require daily 
watering.  Dead-head annuals and fertilise 
fortnightly with a quick acting product, e.g. 
Thrive, Aquasol.
Autumn is a good time to lay new turf 
making sure the soil is well prepared prior 
to laying.  Put cool climate bulbs in a brown 
paper bag in the crisper (not the freezer) 
for at least six weeks before planting and 
always put the bulb name on the bag for 
identifi cation - some bulbs are poisonous.

$70,000 TO IMPROVE 
LOCAL FISH HABITATS
It has recently been announced that local fi sh habitats 
are set to improve with Recreational Fishing Trust’s 
Habitat Action Grants for two projects totalling $70,000.
The two local projects to receive funding include:
• $40,000 – ‘Bring back the Tapitallee Fish’, Southern Rivers 

Catchment Management Authority (Tapitallee Creek, Bomaderry 
Creek and Shoalhaven River). This project aims to enhance the 
riparian zone of Tapitallee Creek building on previous fi sh passage 
and ecological works. 2.7km of riparian fencing, 1.0km of riparian 
revegetation, weed management and erosion works, 8-10km of fi sh 
passage opened.

• $30,000 – ‘Acid sulphate soil prioritisation and remediation works 
on the Broughton Creek fl oodplain, Shoalhaven River Estuary’, 
Water Research Laboratory, University of NSW. This project adopts 
a strategic catchment wide approach to target and remediate high 
acid contributing drains to improve water quality and fi sh habitat 
in the Shoalhaven River estuary. 5km of tidal channels across 
the Broughton Creek fl oodplain will be remediated by modifying 
fl oodgates to encourage in-drain tidal buffering of acid by products. 
The estimated in-drain volume is 36,500 cubic metres.

“These are terrifi c local projects which will make a big difference to 
provide better access for fi sh, improve fi sh habitat and ultimately 
produce more fi sh,” commented the Member for Kiama. 
“This will result in a healthier, more sustainable river and estuary 
systems which can continue to be appreciated and enjoyed for 
generations to come.
“It is also a boost for local anglers who will eventually benefi t from the 
improved recreational fi shing opportunities.
“Funding for these two projects was provided through the Recreational 
Fishing Trusts, where all money raised by the NSW Recreational 
Fishing Fee are placed into the Recreational Fishing Trusts and spent 
on improving recreational fi shing in NSW.
“This is great example of how anglers’ money is being invested back 
into recreational fi shing, supporting the improvement of recreational 
fi sh populations,” Mr Ward said.

Council to undertake 
Traffi c Surveys
across the Shoalhaven
Shoalhaven City Council, in partnership with the NSW Roads and 
Maritime Services (RMS), will be undertaking a series of traffi c surveys 
on Friday 7 February.
This survey follows on from previous surveys undertaken across the 
Shoalhaven last year.
The traffi c surveys are to be undertaken by a private contractor, with 
the data being obtained to assist both organisations in updating traffi c 
models used in the assessment of upcoming projects.
These projects include the assessment of Nowra Bomaderry new 
urban release areas, the crossing of the Shoalhaven River and the 
Berry to Bomaderry upgrade of the Princes Highway.
The survey will focus on through traffi c movements from Gerringong 
and Kangaroo Valley in the north, to as far south as Burrill Lake, as 
well as throughout the Nowra-Bomaderry area. 
Council’s contractors will be using video camera technology to survey 
current traffi c conditions.
Director of Assets and Works, Ben Stewart said the use of video 
equipment for undertaking traffi c surveys has provided Council with 
a reliable and cost-effective source of data to undertake modelling 
exercises. 
“This latest survey focuses on a period of higher traffi c activity in the 
Shoalhaven, where the beginning of the school year coincides with the 
high number of visitors to the area during summer,” said Mr Stewart.
“The data obtained in from these surveys will be used to update the 
traffi c models run by Council and RMS to progress studies focused on 
the Nowra-Bomaderry area.
“The cameras will be removed after the survey is completed with the 
collected data being retained by Council strictly in accordance with its 
Privacy Management Plan.”
“It should be emphasised that the cameras do not detect vehicle 
speeds, and are not used for any enforcement purposes.”

Landcare at the Berry Show:
Excellent two days at the Berry Show, with 
Berry Landcare - promoting the planting 
of local trees, ‘connectivity conservation’, 
the Berry Corridor and Bushcare, meeting 
newcomers, signing some of them as new 
members and distributing local seedlings 
from both the Berry Public School Plant 
Propagation Unit and Berry Landcarers.

Local Native of the Month: 
We have been featuring a “Weed of the 
Month” in this article for some time. 
Considering the abundance of weeds we 
probably won’t run out of examples. Perhaps 
we should also examine some of the local 
native plants as they are still the dominant 
fl ora around us.
The fi rst Local Native of the month will be 
one easily identifi able and very common 
along the roadsides around the area. 
Although common and outstanding not 
many know what it is and how it is different 
to other shrubs. Native Cherry (Exocarpos 
cupressiformis) is a tall shrub or small tree 
easily picked out as a cypress like shrub 
growing close to native Eucalyptus trees 
often along the side of roads. It branches are 
often drooping and graceful. It is parasitic 
upon the roots of other plants. There many 
fi ne specimen along Beach Road near Wire 
Lane. Flowers are in short, cylindrical spikes 

LANDCARE BERRY
3-6 mm long. The fruit is a nut. I have no idea 
why it is called “Native Cherry”.

Weed of the Month: 
Montbretia (Crocomia X crocosmiifl ora). 
This pretty road side bright red fl owering 
plant (below) grows from corms. They are 
visible above the ground for part of the year 
when they are in fl ower. Control by removing 
seed heads before they develop into corms. 
Digging up of corms is the most effective 
method of removal but regrowth is likely to 
occur even after spraying or digging.
This plant is probably not regarded as a weed 
by many as it decorates the country lanes as 
a relief from the late Summer drabness of 
our countryside. This raises the commonly 

asked question, “What is a weed?” The 
most common answer is “The right plant in 
the wrong place, or the wrong plant in the 
right place”. Plants are weeds however in the 
context of their environment. Montbretia is a 
beautiful garden plant. Camphor laurel trees 
in Berry are heritage listed. Privets make fi ne 
formal hedging plants. Sweet Pittosporum is 
a local Native plant now regarded by some as 
a weed. It all just depends.
