The Kangaroo Inn, Commercial Hotel, Berry Hotel – changing names but a constant popular 
watering hole for 159 years.  In 1865, the Kangaroo Inn was one of the �rst two buildings 
when the town was being developed by David Berry.  John Howard became the �rst licensee 
and quickly organised Boxing Day festivities, including a greasy pole, wheelbarrow runs, foot 
running, races on casks and in sacks and a spacious dancing booth.  In the Kiama Independent, 
he promised “Howard’s Kangaroo Inn, Broughton Creek.  Wines, Spirits and Ales of the best 
quality. Good accommodation.” 
After Howard’s death in 1866 from tuberculosis, the licence transferred to his widow, Harriet, 
and then to her new husband, John Flynn.  Elizabeth Regan conducted the Kangaroo Inn from 
1866 to 1873, obtaining the licence from Flynn in 1869.  She was quite a caterer, providing for 
a dinner for Mayor James Wilson in recognition of his community service.  “The dejeuner took 
place at Mrs Regan’s Kangaroo Inn… talk of poultry!  Why there must have been havoc among 
the feathered tribe.  Fowls, hams, ‘the roast beef of old England’, mutton pies, etc – in fact such 
a display rarely falls to our lot to witness out of the metropolis”.  (Kiama Pilot, 1871). 
In 1885 young Jonathan G Lambert (not yet 30) insisted on a long lease from David Berry, 
allowing him to build a brick hotel with imposing wrought iron verandahs in front of the Inn, 
renaming it the Commercial Hotel.  It had a billiard room and good stabling, and a porter met 
all trains.  He too was quite a caterer, providing for the 2000 mourners at David Berry’s funeral.
The hotel was again “modernised” by licensee Billy Sulway in 1936, replacing the old verandah 
with the current brick arches and renaming it the Berry Hotel.  The Kangaroo Inn was 
demolished but a single room, probably Mrs Regan’s kitchen, was retained behind the current 
beer court.  That room includes an old stove and what may be an early bread oven.  Although 
modernised a number of times this remaining part of the old Inn is an important link to its past.
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After 159 years, the Kangaroo Inn 
lives on in the Berry Hotel.

The weather is still warm and the soil moist enough to plant out 
some new trees, shrubs or ground covers.

We have something to suit every sized garden,
farm and indoor plants too.

April was a busy month for speedy seed germination. 

Ribbon wood (Euroschinus  falcatus) is a 
rainforest tree species we have never grown 
before. It is hardy, fast growing with bird 
attracting purple fruits. We were very surprised 
to see how quickly the fresh seeds germinated.
Fresh viable Red cedar seed was also in 
abundance, quite a surprise after many trees 
had an early infestation of tip moth.
Red cedar (Toona ciliata) seed germinated 
within a couple of weeks.
Bird lime tree (Pisonia umbellifera) seeds also 
germinated quickly. 
This plant has attractive decorative large lush 
dark green leaves. It grows naturally in dense 
shade. With it’s low light requirements It makes 
an excellent indoor plant.
As part of Stage 2 program, students planted 
Branching �ag grass (Libertia paniculata) to 
combat water and foot tra�c erosion on a 
sloping bank in the playground.

Broughton Creek Flood 
Study  - UPDATED
Submissions on Recent 
Rain Event Requested
Background
Council has received funding from the 
NSW Government Floodplain Management 
Program, to undertake an updated Flood 
Study for the Broughton Creek catchment 
area. Assistance under the program is $2 
from the Government for every $1 provided 
by Council.

The Broughton Creek Flood Study includes 
Berry and its surrounding areas within the 
Broughton Creek catchment area.

A Flood Study (2008) and Floodplain Risk 
Management Study and Plan (2012) for 
Broughton Creek was previously completed 
by Council. However, signi�cant recent 
infrastructure upgrades such as the 
Transport for NSW Berry Bypass project, 
including a diversion of Town Creek to 
Bundewallah Creek upstream of Berry, 
and land developments in the area has 
triggered the need to update the existing 
�ood study to better re�ect current 
catchment conditions and associated

�ood risk. The Broughton Creek �oodplain 
between the railway line and con�uence 
with the Shoalhaven River was investigated 
as part of the Lower Shoalhaven River Flood 
Study (2022) and will not be included in this 
study.

This project is being undertaken in 
accordance with the NSW Flood Prone Land 
Policy, the NSW Flood Risk Management 
Manual (2023) and in close collaboration 
with the NSW State Emergency Services 
(SES), the NSW Department of Planning 
and Environment (DPE), and other agencies 
and stakeholders as required.

Project Objectives
Council has engaged a consultant, Arcadis, 
to assist with the preparation of the updated 
Broughton Creek Flood Study. This study will 
improve Council’s understanding of �ood 
behaviour and impacts on the community, 
and better inform management of �ood 
risk in the study area across the full range 
of potential �ood events from frequent to 
extreme. It will involve consideration of the 
local �ood history, available collected �ood 
data, and the development and calibration 
of hydrologic and hydraulic models utilising 
updated data and current best practice 
methodologies.

Community Information 
Request – Impacts from 
Recent Flooding
The Berry township and surrounds 
experienced signi�cant �ooding over the 
weekend of 6 to 7 April 2024, following 
heavy local rainfall concentrated around 
the Illawarra escarpment.
The �ood models being developed as part of 
the updated Broughton Creek Flood Study 
are currently being calibrated to several 
historic �ood events. This is an important 
part of a Flood Study to ensure that the 
models can accurately replicate real �ood 
events and improve the con�dence in the 
model results and Flood Study outputs.
Council would like to obtain any photos 
and/or videos that the community have for 
the recent April 2024 �ooding within the 
Berry township and surrounds that show 
the impacts of recent �ooding.  The key 
information being sought are photos and/
or videos that capture the maximum �ood 
level reached as indicated by a debris line 
or water mark on infrastructure such as 
fences, structures, buildings and bridges 
etc. Other critical information includes the 
location of the photo and/or video and the 
time that it was taken, such that Council 
can identify the location on a map.
The community can share any photos and/
or videos with Council by sending them to 
Floodplain.Management@shoalhaven.
nsw.gov.au(External link).
Any information provided will be considered 
con�dential and only be used for the 
Broughton Creek Flood Study.

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There are some magni�cent tree’s around the town of Berry. When you 
drive into Berry you go past Apex Park’s large tree’s providing amazing 
shade over the whole park. The trees are tall and strong, the trunks are 
wide and the branches spread deep and wide providing great shade for 
everyone to enjoy. When we look at the trees we marvel at their size and 
stature. The amazing thing is that know matter the size or variety of all the 
trees in Apex Park, they all begin their journey as a tiny seed. A small and 
humble beginning that over many decades has grown to be something of 
great signi�cance and importance to the town of Berry. 
Jesus has something to say about the power and signi�cance of small 
things growing in time to be something of great signi�cance, not just 
here on earth, but eternal signi�cance. In Mark 4:30-32 Jesus tells this 
farming parable about the kingdom of God, “Again he said, “What shall 
we say the kingdom of God is like, or what parable shall we use to describe 
it? It is like a mustard seed, which is the smallest of all seeds on earth. Yet 
when planted, it grows and becomes the largest of all garden plants, with 
such big branches that the birds can perch in its shade.”
The mustard seed is a tiny seed, yet the tree that it grows to become is 
truly magni�cent in size. The same is true in the story of God’s people 
and his church. The seed in Jesus parable is the word of God, when we 
read and receive Gods word into our heart and mind the tiny seed begins 
to grow, and in time it becomes a something big and beautiful that is a 
blessing to many. The amazing thing about this parable told by Jesus is 
that these seeds represent the church, the church both here in Berry 
and all over the world �rst started as a small seed, but now it continues 
to grow, its branches spread near and far so that others around it may 
perch in its shad, �nd rest, help and nourishment. South Coast Life 
Church is part of that beautiful tree, as is all the churches of this town 
that call Berry their home. By ourselves we may be small, be when we see 
it from God’s perspective he see’s us all as one tiny mustard seed that 
has now grown into a beautiful tree for the town of Berry to come and �nd 
the love, mercy and 
grace of Jesus. A tree 
that people can come 
and perch on the 
branches to �nd rest 
and community and a 
place to belong.

Art Show at
Berry Uniting Church

The art show at Berry Uniting Church continues through May. The 
art works and re�ections invite people to re�ect on a change in 
perspective on life, death, su�ering and struggles. It is called Stations 
of the Resurrection. Each piece of art (a ‘station’) has a re�ection to go 
with it, accessible by QR code or hard copy. They have been gradually 
appearing through April and this will continue into May along the 
fence on our property as you walk between North St and Albert St. 
There is also a show inside the main hall of the same pieces. A half-
day retreat on Saturday 25 May (9am-12:30pm) will also be available 
to take time out to explore and dig a little deeper in response to these 
di�erent and startling images.
The artist is Scott Erickson and 
here are some highlights of one of 
his re�ections:
Erickson recalls that John, one of 
Jesus followers, wrote that Mary 
Magdalene was the �rst to go to 
Jesus tomb after the Sabbath, and 
Mary was the �rst to see the risen 
Jesus. Mary did not recognise him 
at �rst until he called her by name. 
She was then the �rst to tell the 
other followers she had seen the 
risen Jesus.
Mary is said to have been one who 
had seven demons cast out of her, 
which is to say that for an extended period of time she was not able to 
take control of herself fully. She deeply missed the One who digni�ed 
who she really was. The One who knew her name. Mary was chosen 
to see the Risen One �rst because she had the courage to look for 
life in the grave, for light in the dark. She understood that darkness 
cannot overcome the light. Her authority to preach the resurrection 
message, to proclaim light in the midst of our darkness came from her 
experience of the transforming love of God.
May you SEE that you have been given authority in what you have 
gone through.

BERRY MEN’S SHED

EXTENDING THE LIFE OF AN 
HISTORICAL FLOOD BOAT

Peter Whitton, Peter Johnstone and Barry McAndrew along with Doug 
Matthews are the people who are co-ordinating the construction of the 
oars and rudder for Noah.
Constructed over 100 years ago, the �ood boat, Noah is located in 
the grounds of the Berry Museum awaiting the addition of 2 oars and 
a rudder. These items are missing and this is where the Berry Men’s 
Shed has been asked to become involved. Stored in the Shed is timber 
identical to that used in construction of the boat by John Hawken in 
the Shoalhaven under the sponsorship of David Berry in 1889. Shed 
member, Peter Johnstone said ‘the timber has been in storage at the 
Shed for a long period of time and we are so pleased it can be put to 
good use’. 
Noah was relocated to the Berry Museum in the 1960’s. The boat was 
made from local red cedar which came from fallen cedar trees in the 
Foxground area.  
It is hoped that part of the cost of the construction will come from the 
Sydney Maritime Museum although Noah will remain at the Berry 
Museum.
The project has created much interest and is expected to create a lot 
more interest once completed.
The Shed is open on Tuesday and Thursday and is located at 146 North

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the skin and become impossible to remove.  
A sting from this plant can lead to long-term 
pain and sensitivity. Victims of the plant’s sting 
have reported severe pain lasting for days, 
sometimes weeks or months, or going into 
anaphylactic shock.
Manual removal of the hairs with tape or wax 
may help, but the neurotoxin will still be present 
in the skin, and the resultant pain is di�cult to 
treat. Topical hydrocortisone ointments and 
antihistamines may help, but anybody with a 
severe reaction will need emergency medical 
assistance. Symptoms include di�culty 
breathing; swollen tongue, throat, or eyes; 
dizziness; abdominal pain; and vomiting.
Dead plants are still capable of stinging, so 
specimens should be disposed of carefully. 
Do not place in compost. If you see this plant 
in your garden, wear heavy work gloves when 
removing, and wrap carefully to dispose of in 
land�ll. 

The statistics for fast fashion are sobering; none 
of them good for the planet, nor the people 
involved in the supply chain. Zara, a Spanish 
company established in 1975 and now selling 
globally (both online and in stores) was one of 
the �rst businesses to condense the turnaround 
time of manufacturing, bringing copies of 
garments on catwalks to the consumer in a 
matter of weeks. This model has been ampli�ed 
by Chinese brand Shein, and by distributer 
Temu, where garments can be purchased online 
for less than the price of a decent co�ee. 
In March 1911 the Triangle Shirtwaist factory �re 
killed 146 garment workers, mostly women and 
girls aged between 14 and 23, who were locked 
in the building by the owners. Fast forward to 
2005 and the collapse of the Rana Plaza building, 
which killed over 1,100 people and injured a 
further 2,500. In between those events is a trail 
of environmental destruction, packaging waste, 
overconsumption and planned obsolescence, 
and unsafe, unfair work practices.
The life of a shirt may begin as cotton grown in 
India, which is processed in Mexico, then sent to 
Bangladesh to be constructed into a garment. 
The tags may be sown on in a fourth country, and 
the garment then sent on to a �nal distribution 
centre. Fast fashion as a global industry creates 
more CO2 than the output of France, Germany, 
and the UK combined.
There is an oversupply of garments. Between 
80 and 150 billion garments are manufactured 
annually. Available statistics show that between 

10% and 40% of those garments get zero wears. 
As an example, in 2021 Zara manufactured 
around 840 million garments, meaning at least 
84 million new garments from one manufacturer 
ended up in land�ll in one year. Further, 
according to the Australasian Circular Textile 
Association, approximately 80% of what is 
donated to op-shops is unsuitable for resale and 
goes to land�ll.
Statistics also show that in 2021 of the materials 
Zara used (cotton, plastic, and metal) around 
97% were brand new. Recycling garments in 
�ne in theory, but in practice many garments are 
manufactured from blended �bres (eg stretch 
denim) which are not easily recycled; it requires 
a great deal of energy to separate those �bres. 
It is cheaper for manufacturers to use virgin 
materials.

This week I was in my backyard when I noticed 
a self-seeded plant approximately 30 cm tall 
with large heart-shaped leaves. The tiniest 
brush against the leaf led to extreme pain. 
Using PlantNet (an extremely useful app on 
my phone that uses AI to identify plants by 
leaf, seed, �ower, or bark) I discovered that 
what I’d touched was Dendrocnide moroides, 
an Australian native plant commonly known as 
stinging bush, stinging tree, or by its indigenous 
name Gympie Gympie. Known for its painful 
and long-lasting sting it’s said have the most 
painful sting of any plant in Australia. 
The plant has broad, oval or heart shaped 
leaves that appear to be furry due to the �ne 
hairs called trichomes, which when magni�ed 
are seen to be hollow, hypodermic needle-like 
structures. Its distribution is in tropical regions 
from Gympie in southern Queensland to the 
Cape York Peninsula but is known to grow in 
northern New South Wales. The seeds are 
dispersed by birds. Its arrival in Berry may be 
another sign of warming temperatures from 
climate change.
When touched, the tip of the �ne silica hairs can 
break o� in the skin. The chemicals contained 
in the hairs are related to the neurotoxins of 
venomous spiders, scorpions, and cone snails.  
It is recommended to not rub the a�ected 
area, as the hairs can become embedded in

approved application or a condition on that Approval. This can happen under 
a number of circumstances and those are sometimes listed in the summary 
we provide.
NB – Where the letters “CD” used to appear in a number or next to a number 
for a DA this means it is being treated as a “Complying Development” (NOW 
KNOWN AS PCD replacing CD. Private Complying Development) and has 
been submitted and approved by a private Assessor. 
This is a rule that the State Government brought in some years ago and 
imposed on all Councils. State Government also listed a wide range of what 
they determined as a Complying Development. It was said that it was to 
speed up Development Applications but the result is that the community 
hear nothing about some applications until they have been approved. In fact, 
Council often hear nothing about these Applications until they have been 
determined by the private assessors. MA is new as well – it means Modi�ed 
Application – sometimes previously described as a variation. But it is an 
application for a modi�cation to an existing approval.

The hospital building was completed in 1909 
and has been expanded twice. DBH is now 
specialised in providing rehabilitation and 
palliative care. As part of the Shoalhaven 
District Memorial Hospital redevelopment, 
DBH services will be moved to Nowra in 
2026. This leaves in question the future of 
the building and its 11.6 ha site. 
There was also an unintended legacy in 
Berry’s gift. Isolated from subsequent 
development, the hospital site supports a 
remnant of regenerating lowland Illawarra 
sub-tropical rainforest. This is 
a rare survivor of the wholesale 
European clearance of the once 
extensive ‘Illawarra Brush’. Since 
2003 this jewel of biodiversity has 
been successfully tended and 
maintained by a group of Landcare 
volunteers, in partnership with the 
DBH administration. The rainforest 
was documented in 2015 as an 
Endangered Ecological Community, 
which is protected under the NSW 
Biodiversity Conservation Act 2016.
Both the hospital buildings and the 
rainforest remnant are listed on the 
NSW State Heritage Register. This 
should mean that listed heritage 
values are protected and will be 
maintained by present and future

owners. However the recent repurposing of 
an overgrown track into a surfaced secondary 
access road, through a portion  to preserve 
this legacy? No pre-construction consultation 
occurred with the Landcare group, and there 
is no con�dence that all alternatives were 
duly considered, or that impact minimisation 
was practised.
It is the sincere expectation of Berry 
Landcare that, in contrast to recent events,
